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A  Word  about  PACADE 
PACADE is the national NGO for Literacy and continuing Education in Pakistan. It was established in 
1984. It is a registered society and has its head office at Lahore with representation in Peshawar, Karachi, 
Quetta and Islamabad. It is affiliated with ASPBAE (Asia and Pacific Bureau of Adult Education) and ICAE 
(International Council of Adult Education). It is a member of LANGOS (Lahore Association of NGOs) and 
is linked to CIVICUS (The World Alliance for Citizens). 

PACADE has held a number of conferences, seminars and workshops for the promotion of adult and 
continuing education in Pakistan. Mention may particular be made of the South Asian Conference held in 
1987 on the subject of Continuing Education ï Key to Effective Living. It has held meetings on Law and 
the Citizen, health, education, environment issues and networking. Seminars and workshops on literacy 
methodologies, functional literacy, community involvement, monitoring, post-literacy and joy of learning 
have also been held in Lahore, Peshawar, Karachi and Islamabad. PACADE has made about 6000 village 
women literate. It has run Female Literacy Centres in villages near Lahore primarily to test literacy 
methodologies. PACADE has been particularly keen to highlight and propagate the cause of Female 
Literacy. It also has had a programme for research on literacy and continuing education including a 
Journal published for a number of years on Continuing Education, a Magazine of and for newly literate 
women as also a number of books. 
 
One of the PACADEôs major roles has been to lobby with the government, international organizations and 
NGOS for the promotion of literacy programmes. In this connection it remains in touch with the central and 
provincial governments in Pakistan, National commission for Human Development, Education 
Foundations, universities and international organisations including World Bank, UNDP, Asian 
Development Bank, UNICEF and NGOs active in Pakistan as well as other international agencies focusing 
on EFA. As a partner organisation with UNESCO and UNDP, it has besides other tasks, helped prepare 
the national strategy for the Implementation of EFA National Plan of Action in Pakistan. Some of 
PACADEôs significant contributions include helping organize Media Forum for Literacy meetings as well as 
the start of a Parliamentary Forum for Literacy. Mention may also be made of The Literacy Forum 
consisting of leading literacy NGOs ï an idea pioneered by PACADE. Also the orgnisation of the first ever 
National Literacy Review Roundtable in collaboration with the NCHD ï National Commission for Human 
Development and UNESCO. 
 
PACADE President was the first Chairman of the National Commission for Literacy and Mass Education. 
He also held the offices of Federal Secretary and Ambassador. He has been involved with environment 
education and was invited by the World Bank (EDI) to contribute a country paper on the subject, he 
participated in a number of environment related workshops in India and Nepal. He has also been an active 
participant in the UNESCO conferences held in Beijing, Hamburg, Melbourne, Dacca, Buenos Aries, 
Cairo, Beirut, Delhi, Colombo and Bangkok and in the ASPBAE, ICAE and CIVICUS World Assemblies.  
 
In his capacity as a newspaper columnist, he has been helping UNESCO Islamabad to involve the media 
and the parliamentarians in the promotion of literacy in Pakistan. He has written a number of papers on 
literacy and has contributed more than a dozen articles on the state of literacy in Pakistan in the 
newspapers. He was chosen to write the Research paper on Adult Literacy in Asia and Pacific for the 
prestigious International Handbook (A publication of the Asia-Pacific Educational Research Association). 
He has also edited a number of books relating to adult education.

PACADE has been acknowledged as the leading civil society organization for Education For All (EFA) with 

particular reference to Literacy and Continuing Education. It has a partnership relationship with UNESCO.  

 During the year 2009 PACADE activities mostly revolved around collaboration with 

UNESCO and SAYEN ï South Asia Youth Environment Network. This cooperation   

included 3 workshops on JOY OF LEARNING at Universities in Punjab, Sindh and 

Islamabad ï the universities involved were Aga Khan University in Karachi, University of the 

Punjab in Lahore and Allama Iqbal Open University in Islamabad. Participants from leading 

NGOs, Literacy Departments, Ministry of Education and National Commission for Human 

Development actively contributed towards the organization and deliberations of the 

workshops.  

 
Two more workshops organized with the support of UNESCO related to Media Support for Literacy and 
Literacy Planning at the national level. A special message for the workshop on Planning was received 
from the new Director UNESCO Islamabad Office. The activities undertaken for addressing environmental 
issues in collaboration with SAYEN included a symposium on Environmental Problems held at the Lahore 
College for Women University. It was chaired by the Punjab Government Chairman of the Task Force on 
Environment, Mr. Owais Farooqui. Also two meetings were organized at two Lahore Government Schools 
to disseminate information about environmental matters with special reference to Clean Water and Clean 
Air. PACADEôs nominee attended a SAYENôs sponsored Environment Education Programme in Bangkok. 
Further a Poster Competition regarding environmental issues was arranged for university students.     
 
PACADE is a member of the Core Group set up by Ministry of Education, Government of Pakistan in 
cooperation with UNESCO for the Literacy Initiative For Empowerment (LIFE) project.  Global Campaign 
for Education is celebrated every year all over the world. The purpose of this campaign is to promote the 
Education For All and to achieve DAKAR Goals. PACADE organized events in Lahore in collaboration with 
City District Government, Literacy and Non-Formal Basic Education and Quaid-i-Azam Library.   PACADE 
also organized an International Literacy Day Meeting in collaboration with Quaid-i-Azam Library as well as 
the Literacy and Non-Formal Basic Education Lahore City Government.  
 
I was privileged to attend a special meeting held by Ministry of Education, Government of Pakistan to plan 
the future role of NCHD ï National Commission for Human Development. Good that the Commission has 
been allowed to continue and has been declared as the lead agency for literacy in the country. Hopefully 
the Commission will resume its activities and make up for the lost time in the coming year. While it was 
disappointing that only Rs. One million were allocated by the Government of Pakistan for Literacy to the 
Ministry of Education this year as against fifty million last year, the good news is that a substantial amount 
has been provided for NCHD.  Major highlight of the year was Prime Ministerôs address at the International 
Literacy Day Meeting held at Peshawar where he declared the leading role for literacy promotion to NCHD 
and a sizeable allocation to it for literacy programmes. He also announced that  2010 would be celebrated 
as the National Literacy Year. 
As an expression of PACADEô association with ASPBAE ï Asia South Pacific Bureau of Adult Education, 
PACADEôs Consultant Ms Sophia Malik attended one week leadership course at Chiang Mai Thailand.  
 
PCADAE looks forward to a marked improvement in the efforts for spread of literacy expected to be made 
by the Central and Provincial Governments as well as the National Commission for Human Development. 
Unfortunately there was very little activity on the ground for the spread of literacy in the year 2009. 
 
PACADE sponsored The Literacy Form met many times during the year 2009. Minister for Education and 
Secretary of the Punjab Literacy Department addressed many times.

1. During the year Pakistan focused on extending consultative contributions to 

UNESCO, National Commission for Human Development, Federal Ministry of 

Education and Provincial Governments.

Ministry of Education, Provincial Literacy Departments, NCHD and National 

Education Foundation. Future programmes were also discussed.   
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6.  Suggestions were developed regarding the celebration of Year 2010 as the  National 

Literacy Year and recommendations made in regard to the composition and functions of 

the proposed National Literacy Council.  

 

7. PACADE is the Focal Point of SAYEN (South Asia Youth Environment Network) for UNEP.   

PACADE activities pertaining to Environment during the year included awareness raising 

campaign in a number of schools and holding a poster competition on environmental 

issues.   

 

8.  PACADE also sponsored a Punjab University student to participate the United Nations 

Internship Programme for the youth in Thailand.  

 

9. A number of meetings were held by PACADE with the Secretary, Literacy and Non-Formal 

Basic Education Department, Government of the Punjab to help the planning and 

implementation of literacy programmes. 

 

10. A major contribution of PACADE during the year was the organization of a number of The 

Literacy Forum meetings which were addressed by the Minister for Literacy, Punjab, 

Secretary for Literacy Department and by the Director Institute of Education and 

Research, Punjab University. 

 

11. Last but not the least the Literacy Vocational Centre for poor village women/girls run by 

PACADE continued its activity in Rampura village in the Wagha Border area.

 INCOME GENERATION SKILLS CENTRE 

 
PACADE is running a Village Women Skills and Literacy Centre in Rampura 

village located near the Wagha border. A highly skilled ex-t!/!59Ωǎ ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊ 

Ms Shahnaz Akhtar imparts skills to village girls and women. These include 

tailoring, embroidery, adda work, attractive decoration pieces and quilt 

making.  

 
More than 300 girls including  students, illiterate and poor girls have learnt 

skills from this centre. Duration of each skill course is 3 months. After 3 

months they are able to work on their own.  
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THE   LITERACY   FORUM  
 
A land mark initiative taken by PACADE during 2008 related to the setting up of The Literacy Forum which 
consists of Literacy NGOs based in Lahore. 
 
The Literacy Forum fulfills a long ïfelt need to bring together literacy NGOs to work for the promotion of 
Education For All in Pakistan. 
 
The governments in Pakistan have fallen short of their commitments to achieve the National Plan of Action 
targets set in pursuance of UNESCO-led World Education Forum Goals declared at Dakar Senegal in the 
year 2000.  With the result that in addition to millions of out-of-school children about 55 million Pakistanis 
of age 10 and above today are utterly illiterate. While there has been eloquent affirmation of the pressing 
need for literacy in Pakistan in speeches and statements made at the highest level, the promise has not 
been translated into action. Because of inadequate financial allocations only a limited number of literacy 
centres have been opened.         
The education budget in Pakistan is about 2 % of GDP while the minimum advocated by UNESCO is 4 %. 
Many South Asian countries spend more than 4%. The allocation for literacy overall is not even 1% of the 
education budgets. 
 
The Forum by pooling the ideas and resources of a large number of NGOs hopefully will help government 
and other agencies to fulfill the promise of a literate Pakistan and to meet the Education For All targets. 
 
The Forum will also act as a network for exchange of ideas and experiences and help build up literacy 
NGOs capacity.  
 
It is headed by Mr. Inayatullah, President PACADE, two vice presidents Ms Nasira Habib from KHOJ, Mr. 
David Dewan from Nirali Kitabein while Mrs. Farkhanda Tabasum of HEAL is the General Secretary and 
Ms Sophia Malik , Additional Secretary/Convener. 
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Global Campaign for Education

Mr. Ichiro Miyazawa, Education Specialist UNESCO expressed his happiness at the holding of the 
workshop. He was of the view that our learning can become learning can be much more intensive, deeper, 
wider and more sustainable when we are interested. It seems to me that this could be a universal rule 
which we all know from our life experiences. Good facilitators help you learn and improve skills and 
attitudes are as important as knowledge. A good facilitator is ready to learn together as one of learners 
rather than being an authoritarian who pretends to know everything. If the facilitator does not enjoy its 
facilitation, the quality learning can not be expected. I would like to stress this out from my experience as a 
teacher. He emphasized the importance of mutual respect, the role of the teachers as one who inspires 
and makes learning an enjoyable experience.
